
Resolution No. 2021-78
A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF PHILLIPSBURG, COUNTY OF WARREN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY REQUESTING THE GOVERNOR AND COMMISSIONER OF HEALTH OF THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY TO MAKE COVID-19 VACCINE AVAILABLE TO THE TEACHERS AND STAFF OF PHILLIPSBURG SCHOOLS
WHEREAS, providing COVID-19 vaccination to teachers and other school staff will help protect the health of the students, school staff and families of Phillipsburg’s school districts; and

WHEREAS, the President of the United States of America Joseph Biden has made it a national goal that “every educator, school staff member, childcare worker receive at least one shot by the end of the month of March”; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Phillipsburg has surveyed it’s public schools and found that public school staff are willing to be vaccinated against COVID-19 as soon as possible; and

WHEREAS, the superintendents of Phillipsburg’s school districts have agreed to work with the Warren County Health Department to vaccinate their staff as quickly as possible; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Council of the Town of Phillipsburg, County of Warren, State of New Jersey, requests New Jersey Governor Phil Murphy and New Jersey Commissioner of Health Judith Persichilli to allocate sufficient COVID-19 Vaccine to the Town of Phillipsburg so that initial vaccination of all eligible and interested school staff can be completed by end of March 2021.
