PUBLIC DISCUSSION ON AGENDA ITEMS

Joe Meyner, 392 South Main Street, I will be addressing R2018-217 a resolution condoning all efforts of legitimatizing the State of Israel one thing and the global movement to boycott the best from and sanction the people of Israel is another thing and they’re in the same motion.  Ok so first I want to know how this national institute I asked the Clerk and apparently a non- member a non-government member, a non-resident of Phillipsburg asked the Clerk and it ends up on the menu, agenda,  I am very hopeful that you find a way to not even consider this international thing that involves the State of Israel and the State of Palestine.  It’s a big deal thing, it has no business here not at this time and not until now I read this and the BDS movement, I don’t like it, I don’t like what they claim it does here.  I am no supporter of this particular thing, but what I did not do, I did not compare the policies of Israel with the Nazi Party.  I spoke of the brown shirts what I did do is compare Phillipsburg Council, and I gave a warning to the Council to avoid a possible mistake which I compared to the German peoples response to the brown shirts that is what I wanted you to see and that’s what I wanted you to not do anything.  I would like it if you could get away, like you should not have to vote on this first of all.  It is about the State of Israel and the State of Palestine well the US vetoed the Palestine acceptance into the UN and a bunch of Countries all, but Israel and the US voted for their acceptance.  It is a big deal national problem that it not helped in fact it is hurt more when more local people express their views on this issue, and I know a lot of towns are doing it because the representative of this motion spoke of that last meeting.  Find a way to not vote it at all the only way is that every one of you has to refuse to make the motion then, if once you make the motion even abstention expresses an opinion that does not help you to do your job as Counseling people in Phillipsburg I guess that’s as much passion as I can show on this give it a whirl folks put it in your head, put through your heart and don’t make a brief vote on this thing.
Council President Fulper – thanked Mr. Meyner for his comment.

Emil Brisson , 94 Bullman Street, this may sound strange but I am standing up here too talk about the same issue that Joe is talking about and I do disagree with this somewhat about the appropriateness of it being considered by Council I think that there are national and international things that I wouldn’t have a problem with the Council weighing in on it but I think in this situation I am hoping that if you do vote for it, you are doing so not just because someone presented it as something discuss and support and have a good understanding of what is involved there.  There are a lot of pro-Israel lobbies in the United States that have pushed the policy of the United States to be very pro-Israel this particular movement the boycott divestment and
Sanctions movement was founded in 2005, was founded in the year after an advisory opinion by the International Court of Justice that Israel’s separation
Barrier of the wall that they built was illegal the court said that if Israel should dismantle it and offer reparations to those people who have been harmed.  Israel ignored the ruling from the thing that I had read that they had not included the ruling this movement may not have come into existence.  There are a lot of things that the Israeli government does they certainly blame a lot of the things on the Palestinians but there are things that they do to create some of the problems that exist for example establishing permanent Jewish presence in Palestine in Palestinian areas some is built on Lands within the Palestinian territories of the United Nations has repeatedly upheld
The view that Israel’s construction of settlements is a violation of the fourth Geneva convention the BDS movement is a non-violent movement they compare themselves to the divestment and sanction divestment movement against Apartheid in South Africa again I just want to say if you do decide to vote for this I hope you will do so because you looked at this carefully and if you have then Mr. Brisson will accept that this is the best thing for you (Council ) to do to represent our Town. Thank you.

Reggie Regut, 390 Heckman Street, 
I would be the last person to discourage any member of the Council or any member of my fellow citizens from having a more global prospective, in fact we can go even bigger than that and go cosmic but that’s for another day. It sounds like the Town Council or some member of the Town Council thought that it was appropriate for the Town Council to address an international problem we don’t have a supermarket in Phillipsburg, I am not blaming anyone, but we don’t have a supermarket.  I had to go out of town to buy this hummus, now where was there hummus made so does anybody care it’s made in New York, can anyone tell me whether the Palestinians made this hummus or the Israelis made this hummus or the Mexicans made this hummus, that’s what a boycotts all about its your encouraging people by passing this resolution you want to tell these people don’t buy this product or that product that’s  anti-capitalism I encourage any effort to have dialogue of any international or national issue, global man made global warming  pollution in the Delaware River and lack of a supermarket. I don’t think it is appropriate for us it’s not really necessary.  It is not going to enhance anyone’s life here in Phillipsburg.  We need a supermarket, we need to make sure that Ingersoll Rand gets finished, we need to make sure we have South Main Street as an attraction, Delaware River attraction to bring people to Phillipsburg,  I applaud again and would love to talk about this but it is not appropriate for Town Council if anything is appropriate I had my roof replaced nine years ago by Deegan Brothers right over here.  Not one of those people spoke English are we going to take up the issue of immigration next how many people oh let me digress.  Do we even have any Jews in Phillipsburg?  I talked to my Jewish friends in Easton one buys one brand of Hummus the other buys another brand, one is made by a Jewish company the other is not.   There has to be six or seven different types I wasn’t going to buy them all for my show and tell.  I think we need to not an issue that Phillipsburg needs to be addressing, and to go back to Deegan Brothers not one of those guys speaks English I realize by the time they did a good job.  If anything is an issue, we have eleven million illegal Americans and that’s a bigger issue that affects Phillipsburg are these people needed to do these jobs?  Is anyone willing to climb up on the roofs and pick lettuce in California, and clean the hotel’s in Washington DC, everybody speaks Spanish well maybe it’s the first or maybe their second language I’m going to guess that the eleven million illegal Americans in this Country they work half are  adults the other half children they work every day but I don’t know that it is necessary unless we have a problem with Deegan Brothers hiring but I don’t now but I suspect that they were not citizens.  That is right here in Phillipsburg, so I don’t think we don’t really need to be concerned with the problems in Israel as a Town Council as individuals yes.
