RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF PHILLIPSBURG, COUNTY OF WARREN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, APPROVING THE PAYMENT OF $47,392.00 TO STEPHEN R. ELLIS FOR REIMBURSEMENT OF ATTORNEY FEES AND COSTS IN ACCORDANCE WITH CHAPTER 27-4 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF PHILLIPSBURG
WHEREAS, on February 11, 2020 the Municipal Court of the State of New Jersey (Bedminster) found Stephen R. Ellis not guilty on criminal charges with were brought against him; and
WHEREAS, Chapter 27-4 of the code of Phillipsburg provides relevant part as follows: “If any criminal action is instituted against any employee based upon an act or admission of that employee arising out of and directly related to the lawful exercise of the employee’s official duties under of his or her authority, and that action is dismissed or results in a final disposition in favor of that officer, the town shall reimburse the employee for the costs for defending the action, including reasonable counsel fees and expenses, together with costs of appeal, if any.”; and 
WHEREAS, Stephen R. Ellis was alleged to have acted in his capacity as the Mayor of the Town of Phillipsburg during the commission of the alleged acts;
WHEREAS, Stephen R. Ellis, through his attorneys, Broscious, Fisher and Zaiter, has submitted an invoice in the amount of $47,392.00 representing the costs incurred in his defense;

WHEREAS, John M. Zaiter, Esq. an attorney at law in the State of New Jersey, has represented that those fees have been paid to the law firm and that the monies paid by the town shall be forwarded to Stephen R. Ellis as reimbursement accordance with Chapter 27-4 of the Code of the Town of Phillipsburg and has further requested that the money be paid to the trust account of Broscious, Fisher and Zaiter.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by Town Council of Phillipsburg, County of Warren, State of New Jersey, that payment in the amount of $47,392.00 is hereby authorized to be paid as reimbursement for costs incurred by Stephen R. Ellis in his defense of criminal charges brought against him.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the check shall be made payable to the trust account of Broscious, Fisher and Zaiter.
